GENERAL:

Total annual dues are $375.00 for a full renewal membership (single family) $175.00 must be paid by 12/31/09, and $200 Fundraising and Yearbook Obligations paid by 3/1/10. 
 Renewal not paid by 12/31/09 will need to include $100.00 late fee.  This breaks down as follows:

Total annual dues are $75.00 for an alternate handler (one person) paid by 12/31. If renewal not paid by 12/31/09 will need to include $50.00 late fee.   This breaks down as follows:

Discounts are offered to full members who are renewing their memberships with SJQMA.  If your application is received by October 31st, you may deduct $20.00 from your renewal fee before handing it in to the Secretary. In order to avoid notary fees you may submit your application in person to the secretary. DO NOT sign any portion of the application until in the presence of the secretary. If spouse listed on application, they must be present as well. 
Full memberships are open to a single family only.  This includes parent(s), driver(s), and all siblings under the age of 18 who are residing in your home.  Children under the age of 5 can be listed on your application but can not enter the pits until they turn 5.

Alternate membership is only one person. Alternate members spouse must fill out a separate application and pay the $75.00 application fee. 
Return the entire QMA membership information form, the SJQMA form,( 3 copies of driver’s birth certificate, and 1x1 photos of anyone 16 and over) if new member, along with your check or money order to the address above.  The gold page of the QMA form and the blue page of the wavier(s) will be returned to you for your records. If items are missing the all forms will be sent back to you.

QMA FORM:

Make sure everything on the QMA form is correct.  Any information that is incorrect or incomplete will void your application and it will be returned to the club secretary for completion.  .  You will need one ADULT wavier and one MINOR wavier for each adult member and each child in your family over the age of 5 years old. You must have all signatures notarized if not signed in the presence of a QMA authorized witness. 
SJQMA FORM:

Completely fill out the form with all required information.  When listing children, who are not drivers, be sure to include their ages.  For all new members and novices, please forward 3 copies of your driver’s birth certificate and a 1x1 photo for everyone 16 and over.  
NOVICE:
You will be notified by the novice director of when school will begin.  It generally runs for 5 consecutive weekends, ending the week before the start of the racing season.

COMMITTEE SIGN-UP:
Your committee sign up form must be returned with the applications and payment.  You must choose a 1st, 2nd, and 3rd choice, since the committees will be filled on a first come first serve basis.  You will be notified of your committee assignments.

MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS:

By signing and submitting the SJMQA application and QMA application, you are committing to the requirements of membership.  This includes, but is not limited to, mandatory fundraiser of $100, yearbook ad page commitment of $100 or race sponsorship, track and tower duties, opening and closing details, committee obligations and periodic fundraisers that may be held during the race season.  Failure to complete your requirements will prevent your child (ren) from racing, attending banquet and/or receiving banquet gifts and prevent you from voting until all obligations are fulfilled.  Failure to complete obligation will result in fines as stated within the By-laws of SJQMA of which a copy was supplied with this application for your review.

Your committee sign up form must be returned with the applications and payment. You must choose a 1st, 2nd, and 3rd choice, since the committees will be filled on a first come, first serve basis.   (Depending on the number of members committees may be combined.)


AD-BOOK/YEARBOOK
Responsible for putting together the Ad-book/yearbook, contacting the Club’s photographer, printer, and the collection of ads, and money must be completed before the banquet in November.

BANQUET COMMITTEE
Responsible for finding a hall, taking care of details for the banquet, decorate the hall, collect the money, and help with gifts for the banquet.

FLAGGER
Assist, when needed, other flaggers on race night. The flagger has full control of the race therefore, should be knowledgeable with QMA race rules.

FUND-RAISERS
Responsible for coordination of fund-raiser events throughout the race season, distribution of the information and product to all club members and the collection of all money and accountability to the Treasurer. This Committee may, at times, work in conjunction with SPECIAL EVENTS committee.


NOVICE
Help teach all the fundamentals of racing and the club rules to new handlers and drivers. Novice school starts 5 weeks before the start of the race season and you must be available at that time.  **Novice (new) members may not participate in this committee**

PIT STEWART
Responsible for the line up of all cars before the race and check all safety equipment to make sure everything is secured properly.

RACE DIRECTOR
Assist in the control of the races and keep the race night moving along in a timely manner. Assist the flagger in line-ups after a yellow. Race Director should be knowledgeable with the QMA racing rules.

SAFETY
Help perform car inspections and safety equipment inspections at the start of the season, periodically throughout the year and when visiting members attend a race.

SIGN-INS
Sign in and register all drivers and cars one (1) hour before race. Responsible for the start up money, collection of money from the drivers and settling of the moneybox before giving it to the Treasurer for deposit.

SILENT AUCTION
Contact various companies, businesses, and NASCAR teams for donations. Also, assist in the collection and set up of these items at the banquet.

SPECIAL EVENTS
Assist in the set up and presentation of special events held during the race season (fun nights, personality nights, decorating, organizing the event, etc.)  This committee may work in conjunction with the FUND RAISING committee. 

TECH/SCALES
Assist in tearing down motors, weighing the cars and other tech related items each race night. Help assist at the qualifier race. You must be able to stay late when needed.

TOWER
Assist in preparing the line ups for all of the heats and features, setting up the judges, and scoring throughout the night. You must be available before racing begins to assist the Head Tower Person with these tasks.

TRACK MAINTENANCE
Help in weekly track preparations and day of race prep. Oversee all work/track details.

TROPHIES
Assist in the ordering and distribution of all trophies on race night. You must be able to stay until the end of race night. Also, assist with the ordering of trophies and gifts for the banquet.

MOTORSPORTS
Help to plan, prepare and establish the presentation of the Club at the yearly Motorsports event held in January.

SPONSORSHIP
In addition to regular race sponsors, this Committee will make contact with local businesses, television programming, magazines, newspaper, etc. in an effort to promote the sport of quarter midget racing and SJQMA and help to fund the club for future events, such as Motorsports, Promo Day, States Race, Clash in the Pines and other events.

EQUIPMENT MAINTENANCE
Establish that the track’s equipment (including but not limited to) fire extinguishers, scales, tech equipment, machinery, lights, PA system, radio, headsets and handheld radio sets, irrigation system, time clock, etc. are in working and safe condition at the start of and throughout the race season.

COMMITTEE REQUIREMENTS: All Members

As part of your membership requirement, each family must sign up and be an active member in committee(s) they are assigned.  Due to limited or time sensitive responsibilities, some committees will require participation in two.
